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Pre-Pharmacy Course Requirements at University of Minnesota -Twin Cities

The pre-pharmacy requirements can be completed in a minimum of two years. Many applicants complete the pre-
pharmacy requirements during the application process. All pre-pharmacy requirements must be completed with a
grade of C- or better. Advanced Placement (AP) courses taken in high school may be used to fulfill pre-pharmacy
requirements. All pre-pharmacy requirements must be completed before students start their first day of class in the
PharmD program.
