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LinkedIn Connection Request Message

Create a personal request message when requesting to connect with someone that may be a 2nd or 3rd degree
connection. This practice will give you a greater chance of connecting than using the LinkedIn default.

Personal Invitation Components:
O How you know them, know about them, or found them
O Identify commonalities
O Explain who you are and why you’d like to connect

O Warm, polite endnote

% Here’s a sample format you can use...
Dear Mr. Smith, (always use a surname until personally invited to use their first name)
